1  RULES 

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing. 

1.2 No national authority prescriptions will apply. 

1.3 The SCIRA rules of Conduct for Conduction National and International       

Championship    Regattas, The Deed of Gift and the Sailing Instructions will apply. 

  In case of conflict between the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instruction the Sailing

 Instructions shall prevail. 

1.4 If there is a conflict between languages the English text will take precedence. 

2 ADVERTISING 

Advertising will be restricted to Category “C” in accordance with the ISAF and SCIRA 

Advertising Prescriptions. 

3 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 

3.1 The regatta is open to SCIRA registered boats and Class Member skippers and crew 

 Who are in good standing with SCIRA for the current year subject to any Deed of Gift 

 trophy restrictions. No skipper or crew shall be eligible to enter any Class

 Championship race unless they posses and can present a current Class Membership 

 Card, or its SCIRA-issued equivalent. 

3.2 Eligible boats may enter by using the entry form on www.emg2008.com  not later than 

 2008-07-01. The advance entry shall include the following:  

  Class, Name and address, Sail number, Date of birth. 

3.3 Late entries will be accepted under the following conditions detail.

5.1 Registration:

5.4 Number of races: 7 races are scheduled. No more than 2 races shall be sailed in one day. 

5.5 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race each day is 10.55 

5.6 Prize giving ceremony will be held as soon as possible after the Jury           

 meeting following the last race. 

6 MEASUREMENTS 

Each boat shall produce a valid measurement certificate and is subject to 

measurement at any time at the reasonable discretion of the Class and Race 

Committee. All boats are required to have a current Class decal properly displayed. 

7 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

The sailing instructions will be available at registration. 

8 VENUE 

8.1 Attachment A shows the location of the regatta harbour. 

8.2 Attachment B shows the location of the racing areas. 

9 THE COURSES 

The courses are the Class approved courses for Master World Championship and 

European Masters Game (EMG) regattas as published in the current SCIRA Official 

Rulebook and on the SCIRA web site. 

10 PENALTY SYSTEM 

10.1 Decisions of the international jury will be final as provided in rule 70.4. 

11 SCORING 

11.1 Scoring is set with the accordance to SCIRA Low Point (with bonus –

12 SUPPORT BOATS 

Support boats shall be marked with Credit to Organizing Committee that will assign an 

identification flag 



13 BERTHING 

Boats shall be kept in their assigned places in the boat park. 

 

14 RADIO COMMUNICATION 

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio 

communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile 

telephones. 

15 PRIZES 

Presentation of medals from SCIRA and EMG. Prizes to every fifth entry in time. 

16 DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to 

Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or 

personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the 

regatta. 

17 INSURANCE 

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a 

minimum cover of  1.000.000 Euro per event or the equivalent. 

18 RIGHTS OF IMAGES 

By participating, the competitors, the teams and their guests authorize the Organizers 

and their Sponsor to publish and show any type of photo or film, of person and boats 

taken during the event and use them as publicity or for press matters.
