The Race Committee will attempt to run seven races. The three highest placing US teams with a both sailors under the age of 22
in 2013 will earn the right to represent the United States at the 2013 Jr. World Championships in Rio de Janiero in September.
Trophies will be awarded to the Top 3 teams new to the Snipe class (sailed less than two Snipe events), Top 3 Overall, Top Junior,
and Top Women’s team.
