ORGANIZING AUTHORITY: Snipe Class International Racing Association
HOSTING CLUB: Clearwater Yacht Club, 830 South Bayway Blvd, Clearwater, Florida 33767. Boat storage and launching will be held at the Clearwater Community Sailing Center (CCSC), 1000 Gulf Blvd., Sand Key.

RULES: The current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the SCIRA Rules of Conducting National and International Championship Regattas, the Deed of Gift and the Sailing Instructions shall be in effect. In case of conflict between the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instruction the Sailing Instructions shall prevail.
ADVERTISING: This regatta is classified as Category “C” in accordance with the RRS and SCIRA Advertising Prescriptions.
ENTRY AND ELIGIBILITY: This regatta is open to SCIRA registered boats & Class Member skippers who are in good standing with SCIRA for the current year subject to any Deed of Gift trophy restrictions. No skipper or crew shall be eligible to enter any Class championship race unless they possess and present a current Class Membership Card or its SCIRA-issued equivalent.

REGISTRATION: Entry Fee is $125.00 per boat. Late entry fee after March 3, 2013 is $150.00. Entry fee includes; regatta entry, boat storage at CCSC, Monday night pizza and keg of beer, Tuesday night Awards Banquet at the Clearwater Yacht Club after racing.

On-site Registration will be held March 9th according to the following schedule at the Clearwater Yacht Club, 830 South Bayway Blvd. Boats and trailers can be stored at CCSC, upon request. CCSC is located on Sand Key, on the South side of Clearwater Pass 0.75 mile south of Clearwater Yacht Club. Boats and trailers will be stored at CCSC for the event. Boats will beach launch from this location and sail in the Gulf of Mexico.

Awards Banquet at CYC

MEASUREMENT: (1) All boats shall produce a valid measurement certificate and are subject  to measurement at any time at the reasonable discretion of the Class or Race Committee. (2) All boats are required to have a current Class decal properly displayed. 
SAILING INSTRUCTIONS: Sailing Instructions will be available during the on-site registration period.
COURSES: The courses to be sailed are the Class approved courses for Sanctioned regattas as published in the current SCIRA Official Handbook and SCIRA USA Website.

BLACK FLAG - RRS 30.3 will not be used during this Regatta.

SUPPORT BOATS: Identified with Race Committee flag (blue with a white O) or Official flags.
SCORING: The ISAF Low Point scoring system will be used. Nine races are scheduled.  One completed race constitutes a regatta. A drop race will be permitted upon completion of six (6) races. Ties will be broken as in the ISAF proscribed method.
INSURANCE: Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party insurance. 
DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY: It is the competitor’s decision to enter the regatta and to start or continue any race. The competitors are ultimately responsible for their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race.  The competitors will accept full responsibility for all of his/her actions during any activity related to the event. This includes on-shore activities before, during and after the regatta. The organizing Committee will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the regatta.
PRIZES: Prizes will be awarded  at the awards banquet at the Clearwater Yacht Club to the skipper and crew for the top five (5) places. The Midwinter Championship Perpetual Trophy will be awarded to the boat with the lowest total points. The Major Phillip Blair Masters Perpetual Trophy will be awarded to the skipper, fifty years or older, with the lowest total points. The Frank Levinson, Jr. Memorial Sportsmanship Trophy will also be awarded by participant vote during this regatta.
