NOTICE OF RACE

HM The King trophy, LXXI Winter Regattas, Martin Wizner Memorial, Diario Sur
Trophy and European Cup for Snipe Class will be held in Malaga Bay march 23 - 24 2013
organized by Real Club Mediterraneo in cooperation with European Snipe Class Racing
Association and Snipe Class International Racing Association ("SCIRA").

1 RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing
("RRS") 2013-2016.

1.2 RRS 60, 61, 62, 63, 64, 65, 66, 67, A5, A10, G4 and Appendix P are changed and where

it is said “Protest Committee” must be read “Judge”.

3 The Judge will not be rejected as an interested party (This changes RRS 63.4)

4 RRS 35 will be changed to provide that boats not finishing within 30 minutes after the

first boat to finish will be scored “Did Not Finish” without a hearing.

1.5 RRS 62.2 and 66 will be changed to shorten the time for requesting redress and the
requesting that a hearing be re-opened on the last day of racing.

1.6 RRS 30.3 will not be used.

1.7 RRS 30.2 and 33 will be changed to limit course changes

1.8 RRS 60.1(a) will be changed to restrict protest from boats for specific items on the NoR
and SI.

1.9 Racing Rule 63.7 will be changed to provide that in the event of a conflict between the
NOR and the Sailing Instructions, the Sailing Instructions will prevail.

1.10  The use of personal flotation device will be mandatory while afloat. (This modifies
preamble of Part IV).

1.11  Appendix P will apply.

2 ADVERTISING

2.1 Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing
authority.

3 ELEGIBILITY

3.1 Competitors must meet the requirements of ISAF Elegibility Code Regulation 19.

3.2 The HM The King and European Cup are open and unlimited to SCIRA registered boats
and Class Member skippers and crews who are in good standing with SCIRA for the
current year.

4 CATEGORIES

4.1 Four categories are established: Ladies, Junior, Senior and Master. 5 registered boats

are required to set a category.
